	 The Digital, Data and Technology service is responsible for the creation and delivery of the Council’s
Digital and Technology Strategy and fulfilling the digital ambition of the Council, including the adoption of technology to
improve the customer experience.
The Digital, Data and Technology service is made up of the following Service areas:
· Operational IT and Project Delivery, responsible for the delivery of end user technology and application services
along with delivery of all technical projects.
· IT Infrastructure, responsible for security, maintenance and optimisation of the Councils server and network
estate that underpins the technologies the Council uses.
· Digital Innovation, responsible for Digital delivery including development of the Councils CRM and inhouse
developed applications. Responsible for identifying and implementation of digital tools specifically with regards
to Artificial Intelligence and Automation.
· Data Team, responsible for analysis, engineering and science of the Councils data assets

	Purpose of the role

	As a Data Engineer you will work as part of the Data Team, which has responsibility for providing organisation wide solutions to data.  These solutions are particularly, but not exclusively, targeted at the organisation’s key strategic focuses:
•	Housing
•	Prevention
•	Community Safety
•	Adults Social Care
•	Children’s Service

This is a technical data engineering role.  Your day-to-day work will involve supporting the delivery of the Business Intelligence Programme, focussing on the effective and efficient development of data products, primarily using an Azure and Power data platforms. 
 
At its core, the purpose of this role is to enhance the Council’s data capability so that it can meet the increasing complex challenges in local government.  Meeting the needs of our residents, putting them at the heart of what we do, equipping officers and the leadership of the Council with the data they need to make evidence-based decisions.
