Purpose
Provide a design role within the Neighbourhoods Service, supporting Design & Commissioning Projects Managers in undertaking all highways design, contract and project management-related duties and the development of the highways design traded service offer.
Main Duties And Responsibilities

Communication, Engagement and Training: 
· Responsible for communicating with Statutory Undertakers in relation to existing plant / apparatus and potential alterations to their plant apparatus as a consequence of any proposed highway and civil engineering construction schemes and obtain the necessary cost estimates.
· Provide support to Commercial Projects Managers in the overall project management of highway and civil engineering infrastructure projects and programmes reporting processes and achieving set deadlines, to budget and to quality.
· Assist with the supervision of the work of technicians, trainees and apprentices assigned to particular projects, but not line management duties.
· Responsible for working with, liaising and communicating effectively with contractors; suppliers; members of the public; Councillors, and participating effectively in arrangements with outside bodies and agencies, including local community groups for the benefit and safety of the public.
· Provide technical knowledge and professional experience in negotiation and collaboration with colleagues and external agencies and other local or government authorities in the effective management and delivery of highway and civil engineering construction schemes.
· Provide advice to Commercial Contracts Managers and colleagues on all matters relating to the improvement, development and maintenance of the Council’s highway network.


Data Analysis and Decision-Making: 
· Contribute to the preparation of commercial contract documents and tender specifications for civil engineering construction schemes within the Borough, to include:
· The preparation of engineering designs and contract drawings for highway reconstruction/improvement schemes across the Borough utilising the Council’s specialist software; G.I.S., CAD and PDS design systems.
· Preparing Bills of Quantities and/or activity schedules for highway reconstruction/improvement schemes to comply with current specifications and codes of practice.
· The preparation of accurate estimates for complex highway reconstruction/improvement schemes taking place across the Borough
· The preparation of Risk Assessments and Health & Safety plans for highway reconstruction/improvement schemes.
· Undertake site topographical and dimensional surveys for highway reconstruction / improvement schemes.
· Assist with the development of the Highways traded service strategies and priorities, to ensure all engineering design and project management activity supports their delivery.
· Assist with the inspection and supervision of highway and civil engineering construction works and monitoring of contractors to ensure that the standard of all work undertaken complies with relevant legislation, specifications, codes of practice and safety standards.
· Develop skills and knowledge promoting creativity and using national standards and codes of practice to provide innovative and economical engineered solutions to highway and civil engineering problems promoting compliance with Quality Management system requirements.
· Contribute towards the preparation of commercial contracts and procurement of works in accordance with Council regulations and procedures.
· Assist with project supervision and contract administration for highway and civil engineering works schemes, including:
· Checking of setting out and checking and measuring the quality of workmanship and materials, and keeping proper records in order to measure and value the work and assess contractual claims.
· Checking of interim valuations and final accounts for payments due to contractors and responsible for making arrangements for laboratory testing of materials when necessary.
· Assist with the inspection and checking of plans and design proposals submitted by developers and for the site inspection and monitoring of development works in progress to ensure compliance with the Council’s approved standards and conditions.
· Assist with the collection of asset data and surveys, together with feedback from internal departments and external agencies in preparing highway asset management strategies, plans and valuations.

· Adhere to and comply with all relevant corporate policies and procedures including Health & Safety, General Data Protection Regulations (GDPR), Corporate Governance and Code of Conduct.
