The essential quality of an SEND teacher is to provide all children and staff with an example which demonstrates the commitment required to achieve excellence and school improvement.

· Managing an exciting and purposeful classroom where all learners can achieve.
· Organising and implementing the curriculum based on the needs of identified learners.
· Liaison with other staff members, the home and other agencies.
· Monitoring and evaluating the quality of the provision in terms of pupil progress.
· Organising and managing day to day procedures to enable the smooth running of the classroom.
· Implementing and developing all school policies and procedures.
· Preparing learners for statutory assessment at the end of the key stage.
The salary is reviewed annually and determined according to the School Teachers’ Pay and Conditions Document. The duties are in accordance with this document.
Job Purpose:

· To co-ordinate and evaluate teaching and learning within the classroom and to liaise with other members of the school where necessary, to ensure continuity and progression throughout the curriculum.

· To make evaluations of the impact of the provision and to demonstrate flexibility in approaches linked to the needs of identified learners.
The main areas of responsibility and the assigned duties are specified below.
Teaching and Learning

1. Lead by example as an SEND teacher, achieving high levels of individual pupil progress.
2. To tailor your teaching to individualised plans for children.
3. To be responsible to The Nest Manager for co-ordinating the work of your classroom, supporting and advising where appropriate.
4. To ensure the quality of teaching and learning in the classroom is in line with the school policy.
5. To ensure communication is in line with the Communication Policy.
6. To provide feedback to pupils and parents in relation to progress, achievements, behaviours and attendance.
7. To support pupils’ access to learning.
Recording and Assessment

1. Have input into SEND Profiles and EHCPS.
2. Record progress of all pupils in your class in line with the school assessment policy and procedures.
3. Be accountable for progress.
4. Be able to demonstrate clear assessment and progress in the 4 areas of the SEND Profile.
Leadership

1. Be a strong advocate for change and champion school improvement.

2. Convey a positive “can do” attitude, motivate and inspire staff and present a ‘united front’ to secure successful outcomes of school initiatives.
3. Establish good relationships, encourage good working practices and support across The Nest.
4. Plan, organise and attend pupil progress meetings termly, in line with school policy and procedure.
5. Have current knowledge and understanding regarding The Equals Curriculum and assessment frameworks.

Human and material resources and their development and deployment

3. Support the establishment of priorities for expenditure across The Nest.
4. Ensure the maintenance in The Nest of a structured environment for effective teaching and learning.
