Planning

· Plan lessons using the schemes of work and guidance documents. 

· Implement the National curriculum and curriculum policies for the school.

· Set clear targets for improvement of children’s achievements. 

· Plan effectively to meet the needs of children with SEN in collaboration with SENCO/Learning Support Teacher/LSA’s and external agencies.

Classroom management

· Use effective teaching strategies to ensure that all children are included and that their individual needs are met.

· Secure a high standard of behaviour in the classroom through establishing appropriate rules and high expectations of discipline.

· Provide a safe, organised, stimulating, caring, happy environment that promotes independence of learning. 

Monitoring progress
