Purpose:
To support the class teacher in the teaching and welfare of the children to attain the targets set in their personal learning.  There may be a requirement to work with children with statements or additional educational needs throughout the Key stages.  
General Duties:



· To be responsible to the Head Teacher
· To also be responsible to the Special Educational Needs Co-ordinator and Class teacher

· To be responsible for the pastoral care of pupils under your supervision, with direction and guidance from SENDCo /Class teacher 

· To be responsible for the academic, physical and emotional development of pupils under your supervision, with direction and guidance from SENDCo /Class teacher

· Create a safe, nurturing, and stimulating environment for children.

· Plan and implement age-appropriate activities to promote learning and development.

· Supervise and engage with children during playtime, mealtime, and rest periods.

· Observe and assess children's progress, identifying areas for improvement.

· Collaborate with parents and guardians to ensure the well-being and development of each child.

· Maintain accurate records of each child's daily activities and progress.

· Follow all health and safety guidelines to ensure the well-being of children at all times.

· Assist with general housekeeping duties to maintain a clean and organised environment.

· Normal hours of work 8:30am to 3:10pm (with a 1-hour unpaid break taken when appropriate)

Specific Duties:
· To work in general support of special needs in all areas of the curriculum

· To work on specific targets identified in a pupil’s individual education plan

· To carry out assessments sanctioned by Class teacher/ SENDCo
· To work with individual children and small groups

· To work as a member of a team in planning, preparing and carrying out work agreed by the Class teacher/ SENDCo or designed by the classroom assistant and sanctioned by the Class teacher.
· To discuss pupils’ work and progress with the Class teacher/ SENDCo following support sessions

· To maintain a written record of work planned and results achieved if required

· To prepare, present, display and maintain resources for use in curriculum support.

· To participate in in-service training and attend staff/team meetings where appropriate
· To keep up to date with new resources and other relevant information

· To maintain good discipline amongst the pupils in your care

· To take part in the efficient running of the school

· To help to maintain a happy, safe and stimulating learning environment under the direction of the above

· To assist with ensuring that the children enjoy productive break times

· To attend in school review, individual education plan, statement monitoring meetings as required

· Meet regularly with the SENDCo /Head teacher

Experience: 

· Previous experience working with children in Early Years, a nursery or childcare setting.

· Knowledge of early childhood education principles and practices.

· Excellent communication skills to effectively interact with children, parents, and colleagues.

· A genuine passion for working with children and supporting their development.

· Teaching Assistant qualification NVQ2 or similar qualification

· Supporting pupils with Autism

Working Environment:

· The post will be based within the school buildings but may involve accompanying pupils and teachers on school trips.
